On August 4, 2020, shortly after 6 pm local time, an explosion at 

the port of Beirut sent shockwaves across the city, shattering 

windows as far as 25 km away from the blast site. Although the 

full extent of the destruction is still unknown, the devastation 

was immediately clear. Buildings at the port were flattened, and 

apartments in the nearby popular and densely packed 

neighborhoods of Quarantina, Gemmayze, Mar Mikhael, Borj 

Hammoud, and Ashrafieh crumbled.  

 

In suburbs around Beirut, doors were blown in and windows 

were shattered. The damage is estimated at 5 billion dollars.
