TERMS OF TRADE.
1. ACCEPTANCE OF THESE TERMS.
1.1    Our catalogues, price lists and quotations are not offers made by us.

1.2 A customers order is an offer to us made subject to these terms of trade. 

1.3 A customer’s acceptance of delivery and/or possession of goods from us are confirmation of that customer’s prior acceptance of these terms of trade to the exclusion of all other terms and conditions. 

2. TITLE.
2.1    The risk of loss or damage to our goods passes to the customer on delivery.

2.2 Our goods remain our property as legal and equitable owner and no ownership in or title to our goods passes to a customer 

until we have received full payment for our goods for all other debts owed to us by the customer.

2.3 If a customer fails to make a payment by the due date, without affecting any other rights we may have, we are able to 

repossess our goods from any site where they may be. 

2.4 To enable us to repossess our goods; customers give to us a licence that cannot be cancelled to enter such sites as we suspect our goods to be located, so we may take possession.

2.5 If a customer sells our goods to a third party before ownership has passed to the customer, the customer does so solely as a trustee for us and all proceeds (which must kept separate) must be held on trust for us.

2.6 We may sue a customer for the price of the goods in the event of non-payment by the due date as if ownership in our goods had already passed to the customer.

2.7 We have the right by notice in writing to a customer at any time after delivery to pass ownership in our goods to the customer from the date of such notice.

3. SUPPLIERS LIABILITY.

3.1 The supplier’s liability (if any) to the customer in respect of all claims whatsoever shall in no event exceed the total price payable by the customer to the supplier for the goods and or services.

3.2 The liability of the supplier will be limited at the option of the supplier to one of the following if in the event of faulty goods.

i. Replacement of the goods or the supply of equivalent goods.

ii. Repair of the goods.

iii. Payment of the cost of having the goods replaced.

iv. Payment of the cost of having the goods repaired.

4. PAYMENT.
4.1    Payment for our goods must be made prior to delivery or for approved credit account customers within any credit period 

agreed to in writing.

4.2 Unless otherwise expressly appropriated by us, payments we receive will first be applied to reduce any outstanding interest or recovery costs before reducing the principle debt.

4.3 If a customer fails to observe these terms of trade or our credit account conditions the customer must pay any collection commission or legal fees by any third party to recover any outstanding money.

5. DESCRIPTION.

5.1 The supplier reserves the right to at any time alter the material specifications shown in its promotional material or quotations to reflect minor alterations to product specifications.
