The Vied project

During the years 2000-2004, Hassleholm Municipality conducted the
Vied project. The purpose was to highlight, preserve and make this
varied, beautiful landscape come alive as well as to increase accessibility
in the area. Within the framework of the project, a number of measures
have been taken. They include restoration of shore meadows, clearing
up of pastureland, setting up of the hiking trail, the building of a bird
observation tower and outdoor museum as well as production of
information boards. Since then the work has continued, with projects
including the building of a new raft over Helge ain 2012.

Vieans dalgang

Viedn, eller Verumsan som den ocksa kallas, ar en parla i Hassleholms
kommun. An och dess dalgang stracker sig ifran Vittsjon till Skeingesjon,
en strdcka pa cirka 15 km. Landskapet dr mycket varierande med forsar och
raviner i vaster och vidstrackta, dversvammade stranddngar i 6ster. Viedn
ar ett av fa vattendrag i Skadne som har kvar sitt naturliga, meandrande
lopp och som har undgatt utratning och kanalisering.

Horlinge @ngar med ett rikt fagelliv
Horlinge dngar &r ett for regionen unikt vatmarksomréde. Angarna &r av
riksintresse for naturvarden och &r upptaget i det ekologiska natverket
Natura 2000. Vid hogvatten under var och host svdmmar dngarna ver
och Viedn forenar sig med Helge & i ett imponerande deltalandskap.
Over 200 f&gelarter har noterats hir, vilket &r en hog siffra for ett
stranddngsomrade i norra Skdnes skogsbygd. Karaktdrsarter for Horlinge
angar ar framfor allt vadarfaglar och d@nder som t.ex. storspov, rodbena,
knipa och kricka.
Vid utemuséet har du god 6verblick dver de vidstrackta stranddngarna
och mojlighet att fa mer information.

Naturbetesmarker

Naturbetesmarker tillhér de naturtyper i vart land som hyser flest arter.
Oppna, ljusa, obearbetade och ogddslade marker gynnar artrikedomen
bland saval vaxter och insekter som faglar. Langs Viedleden finns flera
naturbetesmarker, vilka betas av nétboskap. Utan dessa betesdjur hade
markerna vaxt igen och forlorat mycket av sina naturvarden.

Flora
Horlinge dngar técks av starrvegetation, framst tradstarr men dven
flaskstarr och hundstarr ar vanliga. Arter som altranunkel, tradtag,
angsbrdsma, vattenmara och dkermynta gynnas av den arliga slattern.
Nagra sallsynta véxter som man finner i omradet ar den fridlysta och
vackra klockgentianan, den mycket ovanliga blomskagglaven, vilken
vaxer framfor allt pa ekgrenar, samt harklomossan som finns med pa EU:s
lista Over sdrskilt hotade och skyddsvarda arter.

Skeingeborg - en riksintressant ruin

Vid Skeingesjons strand ute pa Borgon ligger resterna efter en av Skanes
maérkligare medeltida borgar. En attkantig ringmur omsluter en borggard
som har en diameter pd ca 40 meter. Murarna var ursprungligen fem
meter hoga.

Skeingeborg var en av Danmarks storsta 1100-talsborgar. Trolig
byggherre &r biskop Absalon. En teori dr att borgen byggdes for att
markera biskopens maktdvertagande i Skane, vid den gamla riksgransen
mellan Sverige och Danmark. En annan teori &r att borgen utgjorde
kontrollplats fér produktionen av jarn och tjdra. Laget pa Borgdn gjorde
anldggningen latt att forsvara. Borgen upphdérde att anvandas redan
under 1200-talet. Muren gravdes fram och restaurerades 1949-1950.

In an exciting and beautiful landscape in the northern parts of Hassleholm
Municipality, you can walk Viedleden, a circular hiking trail that spans a
distance of 11 km.

The trail connects Skeingeborg's unique castle ruin in the south with
Horlinge dngar outdoor museum and the Skdneleden Trail in the north.
People have been living and working in this area since the Old Stone Age.
The hiking trail meanders through a varied landscape with deciduous and
coniferous forests, fields, meadows, pasture land, lakes, watercourses and
beautiful village environments. Along the trail there are around 15 information
boards where you can read about exciting natural and cultural values.

Do not miss the detours to Sagmolledn, the old smithy in Gubbarp
and the embankments in the south where a bird observation tower is
beautifully embedded in the reeds. Parking places are available for the
detours to Skeingeborg and Horlinge dngar outdoor museum for those
who wish to experience the tranquil nature during a shorter stroll.

A lovely feature along the trail is that you can make your way over the
stream Helge & with the aid of a cable raft during the summer season
(May to October depending on the weather). For current information
regarding the raft, please see www.hassleholm.se/leder.

The valley of Viedn

Viedn, or Verumsan as it is also called, is a real gem in Hassleholm
Municipality. The river and its valley stretches from Vittsjon to Skeingesjon,
a distance of approximately 15 km. The landscape offers great variety with
waterfalls and ravines in the west and vast, flooded beach meadows in
the east. Viedn is one of the few streams in Skdne that retains its natural
meandering course and that has escaped straightening and channelling.

Horlinge @ngar with an abounding bird life

Horlinge dngar is a wetland area, unique in this region. The meadows are
classified as being of national interest and is included in the Natura 2000
network. At periods of high water during spring and autumn, the meadows
flood and Viedn amalgamate with Helge & to form an impressive delta.

More than 200 species of birds has been documented here, which is a
high number for a shore meadow area in the woodlands of northern Skane.
Characteristic species for Horlinge dngar are primarily wading birds and ducks
such as Eurasian Curlew, Redshank, Goldeneye and Teal.

At the outdoor museum you will have a good view of the extensive
shore meadows and the opportunity to get more information.

Natural pastures

Natural pastures is one of the Swedish biotopes that is habitat to the
largest amount of species. Open, bright, untouched and unfertilised lands
is beneficial to biodiversity among plants as well as insects and birds.
There are several natural pastures along Viedleden, which are grazed by
cattle. Without these cattle, the grounds had become overgrown and lost
much of its natural values.

Flora

Horlinge dngar are covered by sedge vegetation, primarily Slender Sedge
but also Bottle Sedge and Black Sedge are common. Species such as
Lesser Spearwort, Thread Rush, Cuckooflower, Common Marsh-bedstraw
and Corn Mint benefit from the annual hay-making.

Some rare plants that can be found in the area include the protected and
beautiful Marsh Gentian, the very rare lichen Usnea florida, which primarily
grow on oak branches as well as Dichelyma capillaceum that is included on
EU's list of particularly threatened species worthy of protection.

Skeingeborg - a ruin of national interest

At the shore of the lake Skeingesjon out at Borgén you will find the remains
of one of Skdne's more extraordinary Medieval castles. An octagonal ring-
wall encloses a courtyard which is approximately 40 metres in diameter.
The walls were originally five metres tall.

Skeingeborg was one of Denmark'’s largest 12th century castles. The
building proprietor was most likely Bishop Absalon. One theory was that
the castle was built to mark the bishop’s assumption of power in Skane, by
the old national borders between Sweden and Denmark. Another theory
is that the castle was a control spot for the production of iron and tar. The
location on the island Borgoén made the fortification easy to defend. The
castle was decommissioned as early as the 13th century. The wall was dug
out and restored in the years 1949-1950.
