Circumstances Impeding Completion

The greatest risk to this funding plan is a return to violence. The international community are
already supporting the country with more than $ 2 billion dollars of assistance per year and is
struggling to cope with the needs of six million people displaced, widespread flooding, the ongoing
inter-communal violence that primarily revolved around grazing rights and cattle migration — and the
political violence that has fluctuated for the last six years from underlying tensions to outright war.
Funding mine action thus is often relegated down the list of donor priorities.

e Mine Action activities are currently coordinated jointly by the NMAA and
UNMAS.

o UNMAS currently contracts 3 commercial companies (22 demining teams) to
support UNMISS and their mandate.

o 3 International Non-Governmental Organisations deploy further 11 teams.

e 5 national NGOs - however due to lack of funding only one is currently
conducting EORE

e In 2023 South Sudan passed a Mine Action Law and acceded to the
Convention on Cluster Munitions (CCM) and the Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities (CRPD).
