Unlike most college
seniors, he instinctively knew what he wanted to
do with his life, even before graduation.

After wrapping up a solid BC football career as
a defensive back, Holmes turned his attention and
energy to Brevard’s Cindy Platt Boys & Girls Club,
volunteering as that organization’s sports coach in
the Spring Semester of his senior year. The Boys
& Girls organization had played a big role in his
youth in Conyers, Ga., and that volunteer move
seemed a natural one to him.

After graduation, he accepted a position with
Assertive Community Treatment in nearby Hen-
dersonville as a member of a group of medical
behavioral health and rehabilitation professionals
who use the team approach to meet the needs of
area residents suffering from severe, persistent
mental illness.

At the same time, Holmes continued his vol-
unteer work at Boys & Girls, slowly moving that
organization from one with essentially no sports
program to one that today boasts more than ten
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teams over many different sports. In recognition
of that work, he was named Team Services Direc-
tor in 2021, putting him in charge of all sports.

Also in recognition of his work at Boys & Gitls,
and from a field of more than 1,000 nominees,
Holmes was, named Coach of the Year in 2020 by
the Positive Coaching Alliance, a national orga-
nization designed to create and foster a positive,
character-building youth sports environment.

“DeVon has done an amazing job at Boys &
Girls,” said Operations Director Jamie Atkinson,
also a BC grad. “He is a man who is calm and
quiet, and who chooses his words carefully. When
he speaks, everyone listens.”

Most recently, Holmes garnered yet another
accolade when he was named to the Brevard
College Alumni Advisory Board.
